Cockington Green Miniature
Village

Cockington Green Miniature Village is a
superb display of traditional British buildings
set in over 2 hectares of immaculately
landscaped gardens. Also at Cockington
Green you will find scenic rides on the
miniature steam train (an ideal way to view
the village), a playground and picnic area
and the Parsons Nose licensed restaurant.
Nearby is the George Harcourt Inn, a new
“Tudor Style’ English pub.

Ginninderra and Hall Villages

Ginninerra and Hall Villages — both set on
the old Queanbeyan to Yass Road, pre date
Canberra. Ginninderra's first settlers arrived
in the 1820's and the village developed to be
one of the main settlements on the Yass
Road, eventually comprising a post office,
general store, blacksmith, church and
school. Many of these buildings have been
restored and are now part of an arts and
crafts centre. The first land sales in the village
of Hall were held in 1886 and by 1911 when
the new school was built Hall had surpassed
Ginninderra in importance as the town
servicing travellers on the road between
Queanbeyan and Yass. Hall has progressed
with the times and now caters to the needs
of local residents, with a host of interests for
tourists.
